Despite the unseasonal frigid temperatures, the real estate market 
seems to be warming and picking up some steam heading into 
February.  Home sales were higher in the Headwaters region of 
Orangeville, Dufferin County, Caledon and Erin in January 2015 
compared to January in 2013 and 2014.  113 sales occurred in the 
Headwaters this year, while 103 and 91 sales occurred in January the 
last 2 years.   

Despite the lack of inventory at this time of year, sales were 
strongest in Dufferin and Orangeville with 63 firm sales occurring in 
January.  Interestingly enough, the inventory of homes for sale in 
the Headwaters was at its lowest in years this past December (430 
homes for sale) and January (470).  Last year, the highest month for 
inventory in Headwaters spiked at 853 homes for sale.  

Sales and inventory will now start to heat up with the influx of 
listings that will hit the market in the coming months, and hopefully 
the weather does too!
